· Tail is very long and strongly graduated.

· Prominent or bold white eyering.

· Uniform gray below, some birds with a little whitish mottling.

· Large rusty or orange rufous chin patch.
· Bill is black.

· Iris is chestnut.

· Tarsi and toes are gray.

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Songs: It have a song and alarm call. After playback they answer with a quicker singed   song.

When there is alone they respond better to the alarm call in pairs respond better to the song, but normally they respond better to the alarm call than the song. 
Behaviour:

Normally seen alone or in  pairs. Once three individuals was observed. 9th November 2008, maybe two males after a female, because was the beginning of the rainy season. 

They feed mainly 60 -120 cm from ground, gleaning arthropods from leaves and mossy steams on the understory.   
Habitat:  Shrubs on Andean elfin forest (Lloyd, 2008) and  paramo of Andes (Clements and Shany; 2001). 
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
